· The curve

· The dotted line
· The broken line
· The shaded area
· The unshaded section
· The dotted column 
· The colored segment 
· The red bar

 Explaining diagrams:  

· Sales rose slightly in the final quarter.
· Profits fell a little last year.
· Demand increased gently 
· Turnover decreased steadily
· Turnover dropped suddenly 
· Turnover decreased quickly.
· Demand increased rapidly.
· Profits fell dramatically.
· At the beginning of this year sales stagnated.
· In the middle of August profits slumped.
· At the end of last year demand peaked.
· In the first quarter of 1992 sales plummeted.
· In the second quarter of 1992 sales flattened out.
· In the third quarter of 1992 sales leveled off.
· In the last quarter of 1992 sales remained steady.
